SUSTAINABLE PROCUREMENT  
 
Sustainable procurement involves an organisation meeting a need for goods and services in 
a way that achieves value for money and generates benefits not only to the organisation, but 
also to society and the economy, while minimising damage to the environment. 
 
A public authority should consider sustainable procurement: 
 

�x when preparing procurement plans; 

�x in Request design, including selection criteria; 

�x in Request specifications that reflect environmental standards, codes or legislation;
