


Can I apply for community work?
Court fines with an expired Notice of Intention to Enforce 
(Court Fine) registered at the Fines Enforcement Registry 
may be eligible to be converted into community work, 
subject to certain criteria.

How do I apply for community work?
Visit www.justice.wa.gov.au/fer and complete a Request 
to Convert Court Fine to Community Work Form.
Alternatively, this form can be obtained from a 
Magistrates Court.
You will be notified of the outcome of your request.

Can I apply for a Work and Development 
Permit?
A Work and Development Permit is a permit enabling you 
to complete approved activities to reduce or even clear 
your outstanding court fines.
Court fines registered at the Fines Enforcement Registry 
may be eligible to be converted into a Work and 
Development Permit, subject to certain criteria.

How do I apply for a Work and Development 
Permit?

You will be notified of the outcome of the request.

Can I apply for a Fine Expiation Order?
A Fine Expiation Order is an order enabling you if in 
custody, or if you have been in custody, to reduce or even 
clear your outstanding court fines.
Court fines registered at the Fines Enforcement Registry 
may be eligible to be converted into a Fine Expiation Order, 
subject to certain criteria.
