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(b) as a consequence of the costs disclosure provisions in the Act, it is appropriate to continue to determine a 
scale of fees applicable to the work oflegal practitioners, clerks and paralegals in, and in connection with the 
Tribunal on a legal practitioner/client basis; and 

(c) the reconnnendations of the Legal Costs Committee are not intended to override the entitlement of a 
practitioner to make a written agreement as to costs with a client under the Act.
