All changes to the HMA must be agreed to between the Authority and the Organisation. This includes the 
addition or removal of nominated lots and houses. The Authority cannot agree to a change which contradicts 
the sections of the Housing Act 1980 dealing with HMAs. 

What happens if the Organisation wants to get out of an HMA? 
 

If the Organisation enters into the HMA and then wants to leave it, the Agreement can only be terminated by 
agreement with the Authority. If the Authority agrees, and the HMA is terminated, the Authority will no longer 
have a legal responsibility to undertake repairs and to maintain properties to the standard of mainstream 
social housing. The responsibility for the houses will return to the Organisation. 

What happens if the Organisation thinks the Authority is breaching the Agreement? 
 

The HMA requires that the Organisation must sit down and negotiate with the Authority on any breach. If no 
agreement can be reached regarding the breach, the Organisation must then engage in mediation with the 
Organisation. If the two parties are still unable to resolve their differences, the Organisation can then take 
legal action against the Authority. The same applies if the Authority believes the Organisation has breached 
the agreement.
